Bordeaux was listed as a UNESCO world heritage
site in 2007. Itis also a city of culture and
gastronomy with an incomparable art of living.

Upon arrival, you will be met and transferred to

Bordeaux for a city tour before lunch. Afterward, w e

will check-in hotel and have a short rest before

attending a 2-hour introductory course from the

French wine expert at Bordeaux school with a

commented tasting of 4 wines for you to gain

knowledge and appreciate more before the visits
and tasting of the following days.

Day 2 The Great Growths of the Médoc
A genuine patchwork of historical

developments, the real history of the Médoc
reveals its true intensity when its wines,



crafted by the blending of the different grape vari eties, display all their complexity.
Fine Médoc is full of vigour, with an unforgettable bouquet and inimitable finesse.

After breakfast, depart with your guide for a tour to discover the appellations of
Margaux, Saint-Julien, Pauillac, Saint-Estephe and Médoc. 3 visits and tasting in Great
Growths such as Chateaux Lynch-Bages, Margaux, Lafi  te-Rothschild, Beychevelle
Return to Bordeaux city for dinner and overnight.

Day 3.Sauternes, Graves and Pessac-Leognan regions
Thanks to its unique soil and microclimate, the

Sauternes region produces a very rare wine. Asing le
vine produces only one or two glasses of sweet, ric h,
concentrated wine with an outstanding bouquet. Ther e
are also chateaux of great beauty to be seeninthi s
region.

The cradle of Bordeaux winegrowing, the Graves
appellation lies along the left bank of the Garonne

The name derives from the pebbly, "gravelly" soil,

which provides excellent drainage and is perfectly

suited to growing wine grapes.

Created in 1987, the "Pessac-Léognan" appellation
includes about sixty chateaux, which can be termed
"urban vineyards" since they are really part of gre ater
metropolitan Bordeaux.

After breakfast, day in the company of your guide t o]

discover the appellations of Sauternes & Graves,

Pessac-Léognan including three visits and

tastings at prestigious wine estates such as Chatea  ux Smith Haut-Lafitte, Guiraud, Suduiraut.
Transfer to Saint-Emilion for dinner and overnight.

Day 4. Wine & heritage in Saint-Emilion & Pomerol

The town has conserved its old walls and gateways a s well as a series of prestigious

archaeological sites. Saint-Emilion and its surroun ding vineyards were the first wine

landscape to be listed as a World Heritage Site by UNESCO. Described as "the nectar
of the gods" by King Louis XIV when he
visited Libourne. The wines of Saint-Emilion
are warm, generous and full-bodied, with a
fine colour. They acquire a highly distinctive
bouquet as they age.

After breakfast, depart with your guide for a
day in the heart of the Pomerol and Saint-
Emilion vineyards with 3 visits and tastings
at Grands Crus Classés Saint-Emilion, such
as Chateaux Figeac, Canon, Angelus, Clos
Fourtet. Transfer to your hotel in Saint-
Emilion for dinner and overnight.

Day 5. Free day in Saint-Emilion

Free day to discover the medieval village of Saint-  Emilion, and take full advantage of
your free time to visit the famous subterranean mon uments or have a stroll in the
narrow streets of this city listed as a UNESCO Worl  d Heritage site. In the late
afternoon, transfer to Bordeaux city for dinner and overnight.

Day 6. Departure
Check out and transfer to the airport or train stat ion in accordance with your departure
time.
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
